Writing in ancient Japan began through the adoption and, later, adaptation of contemporary forms
of Chinese. During this process of appropriation, a very specific method took shape for annotating
the characters so they could be read in the Japanese grammatical order. Other adaptations
followed and this type of text, now referred to as "Kanbun", or Sino-Japanese, became the general
style for a range of official documents well into the Meiji period. In this class, we will learn the basic
rules of Japanese Kanbun.

CCO020: Intercultural Collaborative Learning:
Connecting Local Communities and the World: Problem- | Level 1-6
based Learning Project (English and Japanese)

Class Goals and Outline

This course focuses on addressing challenges in the multicultural society we live in. Students from
diverse cultural backgrounds collaborate to discuss and tackle issues faced by local communities
through project-based learning. By working together with people who hold different values, students
broaden their perspectives and develop new ways of thinking and problem-solving approaches.
The primary language of instruction is English, but Japanese is used complementarily to support
the project work. Through this process, students enhance their intercultural communication skills
while also fostering their ability to take initiative. This project-based course provides an opportunity
to improve both practical and interpersonal skills by engaging with real-world issues in a creative
way.

1. Improve hands-on, action-oriented skills by addressing local community challenges, fostering
meaningful dialogue with external stakeholders, and carrying out "internationalization of the local
community projects."
